Shop Smart, Stay Safe This Holiday Season
The holiday season is a time for giving — and receiving. With so many packages on the move, scammers see an opportunity to trick  
people into sharing personal information or even money. These scams often look convincing, so it’s important to stay alert.

How the Scam Works:

You might get a text, email, or even a phone call claiming there’s an issue with a delivery. The message may ask you to click a link to track 
your package, confirm your address, pay a small fee, or provide payment details. Some messages even use real company logos to look 
legitimate.

The Danger:

Clicking on these links can install harmful software on your device or lead 
you to a fake website designed to steal your personal information. If you call 
the number provided, the scammer may sound friendly but will likely ask for 
sensitive details like your credit card number.

What You Should Do Instead:

• Don’t click links or call numbers in suspicious messages.

• If you’re expecting a package, go directly to the official shipping  
company’s website by typing the address into your browser.

• Use the tracking number from your original purchase confirmation 
— not one sent in a random text or email.

• If someone calls claiming to be from a delivery service, hang up. If you’re unsure, call the company using a verified phone number.

Share the Knowledge:

Scammers often target older adults, but anyone can fall for these tricks. Share this article with your family and friends so everyone can 
enjoy a safe and happy holiday season.
